Course Requirements
A B.A. in philosophy with an emphasis in philosophy consists of 30 semester hours that must include Phil 101, 103, 301, 302, 321, 497, and any other 12
hours of philosophy courses. Religion courses that are not cross-listed with philosophy courses do not count toward a major with an emphasis in
philosophy.

Students who have completed 30 semester hours of
undergraduate course work may fulfill the requirement with a 300- or 400-level art history course.

3 hrs math 100+ 3 Successfully complete 3 hours of Math at the 100 level or above except for Math 245 and Math 246.

9-12 hrs science 9 Complete a full year of science course work in one subject area (6-8 hrs) and complete 3 credit hours in a subject
area from another department. Courses may be chosen from the departments of Biology, Chemistry and
Biochemistry, Geology and Geological Engineering, or Physics and Astronomy.
