A major in theatre arts for the B.A. degree requires 38 hours of theatre arts courses, including one of the following two sequences: Thea 110, 111, 168, 169
or Thea 272, 273, 274. Also required for the degree are Thea 271, 272, 320, 321, 322, 326, 327, 338, 339, 481, and 499.
Other Academic Requirements
A grade of C or higher is required on all theatre courses applied toward the major.
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
