Elective courses 6 Student must complete at least 6 hours of graduate-level Jour electives.

GPA requirements A cumulative average of not less than 3.0 (B) must be achieved in all graduate work taken.

Thesis vs non-thesis Student may elect a thesis or non-thesis option. The thesis option includes submitting a thesis to the student's
GPC/Chair. The non-thesis option includes completing a thesis project.

Submit Thesis For the thesis option, the student must submit a thesis to his/her GPC/Chair. Regulations governing the style,
format, paper, abstract and other matters may be found in "A Manual of Thesis and Dissertations" available in
the Graduate School Office. After the oral examination has been accepted, the student must present to the
Graduate School two unbound copies of the thesis. A copy of the abstract and the thesis binding fee receipt must
accompany the copies of the thesis.

Thesis project Student must complete a thesis project.
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
