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Survey of copyright law, including copyrightable subject matter, the requirements for protection, the bundle of rights encompassed by copyright,
infringement, defenses (such as fair use and the First Amendment), preemption issues, and some aspects of foreign protection. Resale royalties, moral
rights, the right of publicity and other related doctrines also will be discussed.
