The program permits the candidate to take a greater
number of classes in studio art and art history.
Entrance into the B.F.A. program is by application and competitive review. All B.F.A. candidates must pass a portfolio entrance review (the B.F.A.
interview) after completing at least 18 and no more than 27 semester hours of art.
