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Central to modern organization is the flexibility and customer focus embodied in modern project management. Regardless of a student’s destination career,
the speed of modern organization and commerce demands strong organizational skills. This course serves as a foundation for those skills and prepares the
students for a CAPM or PMP certification exam administered by the Project Management Institute that employers will value.
