M.A. in Higher Educ/Student Personnel
Description
The M.A. in higher education/student personnel is designed to prepare qualified students for entry-level positions in higher education and/or student
personnel. Graduates have found employment as higher education professionals in a variety of areas, including housing, career counseling, international
student affairs, financial aid, student activities, Greek life, and development, just to name a few.
