A major in mathematics for the B.A. degree requires 30 semester hours as follows: Math 261, 262, 263, 264, and 18 hours of upper-level courses that
must include Math 305, 319, 555, and 556. A computer programming course also is required.
Other Academic Requirements
Grades lower than C in mathematics courses will not be counted toward the mathematics major for the B.A. degree.
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
