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This course will focus on the technical and aesthetic elements of visual storytelling. Students will learn how to produce effective still images and video,
use computer software to edit images and sound and format presentations for print, broadcast, and online presentation.

This course can be taken as a corequisite with Jour 271 or IMC 205.
