The program requires satisfactory
completion of courses and course experiences, development of basic counseling skills, performance in practicum and internship, and demonstration of
specific clinical competencies beyond class requirements.

Specific requirements include satisfactory completion of courses and course experiences,
development of basic counseling skills, performance in practicum and internship, and demonstration of specific competencies beyond class requirements.
