The program requires satisfactory completion of courses and course experiences, development of basic counseling skills, performance in practicum and
internship, and demonstration of specific clinical competencies beyond class requirements.

All master’s degree students in the counselor education program are required to earn a passing
score on the Counselor Preparation Comprehensive Examination (CPCE) in order to graduate from the program.

In addition to demonstrating mastery of content knowledge, students must also demonstrate development of basic counseling skills and demonstration of
counseling and track-specific dispositions and competencies beyond class requirements. All master’s degree students in the counselor education program
are required to successfully complete practicum and internship in order to graduate from the program.
