The minor in electrical engineering requires a minimum of 18 hours of course work. Included in the 18 hours are the following required courses, totaling
14 hours: EI E 235, 236, 331, 351, Engr 360, 361. Two El E elective courses, 300 or 400 level, totaling 4 hours or more complete the requirement for the
minor.
