Course Requirements

A major in French for the B.A. degree requires 30 semester hours beyond the 200 level, including French (Fr) 303, 304, and 331, and at least 9 hours at
the 500 level. Students must complete a minimum of 9 of the 30 upper-division credits in residence on the University of Mississippi campus at Oxford,
Tupelo, or Southaven. A maximum of 15 of the 30 upper- division credits for the major may be taken through an approved study abroad program.

Other Academic Requirements
Grades lower than C in modern languages courses will not be counted toward the major or minor in modern languages.
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The University of Mississippi is accredited by the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools Commission on Colleges to award certificates and baccalaureate, master’s, specialist,
and doctoral degrees.
