Students whose ACT English subscore is less than 17, SAT verbal score is less than
400 or SATR Evidence Based Reading and Writing score less than 470 must enroll in DS 098 during their first semester of enrollment and continue in the
course until receiving a passing grade. Students with ACT English subscores of 17, 18, or 19 are strongly encouraged to enroll in Intermediate English.
Students enrolled in Intermediate English are not allowed to enroll in other English courses (nondegree).
