Course Requirements

A minor in theatre may be obtained by completing, with a grade of C or better, Thea 321, 322, and any other 12 hours of theatre courses. No more than
4 hours of the minor may be from dance technique courses (Danc 151-154; Danc 251-255; Danc 351-355; Danc 451-455).
