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Biom®lecular Sciences

This course covers all aspects of small-molecule natural products and natural product-derived agents used as pharmaceuticals, including those derived from
plants, microbes, and fungi. The focus of the course is on general and advanced topics in antimicrobial chemotherapy. Pathogenic microbe molecular and
cell biology are integrated with the sciences of medicinal chemistry and pharmacology. Advanced topics regarding specific herbal medicines and other
dietary supplements are explored.
