Other Academic Requirements

In addition to course work, students must complete a thesis or recital and must pass a final oral or written comprehensive examination.

I. Recital

A. A student must be in full standing to enroll in Mus 695 (Recital).

B. Students must be enrolled for at least 3 hours during the semester in which they intend to graduate.

Il. Comprehensive Examination

A. Early in the semester in which the student intends to graduate, the major professor, in consultation with the student, shall formulate a committee of
graduate music faculty members to administer the oral exam.

B. The committee must be formulated prior to the recital so that the members may attend.
