M.Ed. in Counselor Education
Description
The M.Ed. in counselor education must be completed with an option in clinical mental health counseling (CMHC) or school counseling (SC). The program
requires satisfactory completion of courses and course experiences, development of basic counseling skills, performance in practicum and internship, and
demonstration of specific clinical competencies beyond class requirements.
Minimum Total Credit Hours: 60
