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Description
University of Mississippi undergraduate students who apply to and are selected for admission into the Center for Manufacturing Excellence (CME)

program may obtain a minor in manufacturing. This minor consists of 18 hours of required, specialized Manf coursework. Interested students may
consult their academic departments for additional information on Manf minor coursework that might be used to concurrently fulfill degree requirements.
Course Requirements

The 18 hours of required courses include Manf 150, Manf 152, Manf 251, Manf 252, Manf 253, Manf 255, Manf 351, Manf 353, Manf 355, and Manf 455.
For CME Students in the School of Business Administration, MANF 253 will be applied as a course substitute for MGMT 493 as credit toward degree
requirements. Additional optional electives are available beyond the 18 required hours for further manufacturing experience and student development.
A list of these electives and their scheduled offerings is available through the CME.
