either Phil 103, 301, or 302; any other 12 hours in philosophy (6 hours of which must be at the 300 level or above); and any other 12 hours in religion (6
hours of which must be at the 300 level or above). At least one philosophy or religion class must be a 400 or 500-level seminar.

A grade of C or higher is required in all courses applied toward the major.
