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This course provides students with the knowledge and skills to select and optimize traditional and digital media channels to effectively deliver IMC messages
to the target audience. It explores the media landscape, encompassing traditional and digital channels, key terminologies in media planning, and essential
media metrics. Students will engage in practical exercises focused on the process of creating and implementing a media plan for a client.
