Other requirements are 9 hours of additional research courses selected in consultation with adviser, 21 hours of courses in an area of specialization, with
courses selected in consultation with adviser, and 18 hours dissertation.

Students must pass a written comprehensive examination, prepare a dissertation prospectus, and then successfully write and defend their dissertation.
