Course Requirements

A major in computer science for the B.A. degree requires 43 semester hours, including CIS 111 or 113; CIS 112, CIS 211, Csci 223, Csci 300, Csci 375,
Csci 387, Csci 423, Csci 433, Csci 450, Csci 487; and 12 additional hours of CIS or Csci courses at the 300 level or above.

Additional requirements are Math 261 and 301; either Econ/Bus 230 or Math 375; and Spch 102 or 105.

Other Academic Requirements
Students planning graduate study in computer science should include Csci 311 among their electives.
