A major in art history for the B.A. degree requires the completion of 36 semester hours of art history, including AH 201, 202, 355 or 359, 401, 403, 499,
3 hours of ancient art history (AH 310 through 329), 3 hours of medieval art history (AH 330 through 339), 3 hours of Renaissance/Early Modern art
history (AH 340 through 349), 3 hours of non-Western art history (AH 380 through 399), and 9 additional hours of art history at the 300 or 400 level; Art
101 plus 3 add'l hours of art.
