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Cine 301: Special Topics in Cinema Production

This course introduces students to the theoretical and practical aspects of filmmaking (conceived broadly to include film, television, streaming video,
advertisements, and more).

The instruction in this course emphasizes applied knowledge and hands-on
experience. As a special topics course, this course may be repeated when a different topic is offered.
