Course Requirements
Requirements for the M.Accy. include Accy 509, 601, 605, and 610. Twelve additional hours of accounting electives may be chosen from Accy 501, 515,
516, 521, 525, 530, 603, 609, 612, 625, 626, 633, and 634. In addition, 6 hours of nonaccounting electives may be chosen from any approved 500-level
or above course.
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
