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M.A.T. in Elementary Education

Description

The Master of Arts in Teaching (MAT) Elementary Education program is designed for non-education majors (those who hold bachelor’s degrees in areas
other than education) who wish to gain teacher licensure in Mississippi (K-6) and a master’s degree concurrently.

Minimum Total Credit Hours: 33

1. Bachelor’s degree from a regionally/nationally accredited institution of higher learning

2. Twenty-one (21) ACT (or SAT equivalent) OR achieve a qualifying passing score on the Praxis Core Academic Skills for Educators examination OR
verification of 3.0 overall GPA on a baccalaureate transcript or on last 60 hours of undergraduate work.

3. Passing score on the Praxis Subject Assessment for Elementary (4-6) (Praxis Il 5018)
