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Envs 301: Advanced Humanities and the Environment

environmental questions will be encouraged. Students enrolled in Envs 301 will complete more advanced assignments on the course topics than
students enrolled in Envs 101. Students who have already taken Envs 101 may not enroll in Envs 301.
